


Appendix A:  Background Data 
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Other Water Pollution  
In addition to Abandoned Mine Drainage, 
Section 303(d) of the Federal Clean Water 
Act regulates industrial-related water 
pollution within streams and rivers.  The 
Clean Water Act requires States to prepare 
a list of all surface waters for which 
beneficial uses of the water, such as for 
drinking, recreation, aquatic habitat and 
industrial use, are impaired by pollutants.  
In short, these are estuaries, lakes, rivers 
and streams that fall short of the surface 
water quality standards and are not 
expected to improve within a two-year 
period.  The region contains two known 
points of discharge that contain an 
unacceptable level of pollutants.  Both of 
these points are situated within the western 
portion of the region along with the largest 
concentration of impaired streams. 
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
